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THE ARTISTIC WORLD OF MODERN ALTERNATIVE HISTORY:
PHILIP ROTH'S NOVEL "THE PLOT AGAINST AMERICA™

Abstract. The article analyzes the artistic features of the novel by the
modern American writer Philip Roth "The Plot Against America" in the context
of the functioning of the alternative history genre. It is found that the alternative
history genre is gaining particular popularity in the late 20th — early 21st centuries
in connection with crisis manifestations in public life, searches for possible paths
of historical development, as well as determining options for the further evolution
of civilization. It is emphasized that a special role in modeling the artistic world
of works written in the alternative history genre is played by the bifurcation point,
which marks a decisive moment in history, from which the course of events can
proceed in different ways, determining the further fate of humanity in general or
a certain ethnic group.

It is stated that in the novel "The Plot Against America™ P. Roth managed
to artistically embody a fairly realistic version of the development of the history
of the collapse of democratic freedom in the USA. Turning to real historical
figures, he demonstrated an alternative reading of well-known events, depicted
how one figure can change the course of history, disrupt the traditional course of
life of an entire country, immerse it in the fire of confrontation and hatred.

It is proven that the author's artistic concept in the novel "The Plot Against
America" is based on attempts to comprehend the historical fate of the Jewish
people in general and his own family in particular. This work is actually an
autobiographical story of the writer's own coming of age, a biography of one
Jewish family, whose members became victims of stunning political changes. The
analysis of the artistic and ideological content of P. Roth's novel gave the author
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of the article grounds for concluding that the prose writer turned to the genre of
alternative history in order to demonstrate the almost imperceptible border
between democracy and fascism, freedom and slavery, social equality and biased
oppression.

This allowed P. Roth in the novel "The Plot Against America" to make an
attempt to reconstruct the historical and political myth dominant in American
literature, as well as to actualize a number of problems related to anti-militaristic,
anti-totalitarian and anti-totalitarian tendencies. The author of the article
concluded that P. Roth's novel "The Plot Against America" enriched American
Jewish literature of the 20th century. primarily with an original artistic
understanding of the phenomenon of the "American dream".
