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Conceptual and Technological Approaches to the Management of
Population Health

Abstract. The article analyzes conceptual approaches to population health
management and critically examines the traditional interpretation of the health care
system as merely a network of medical institutions. Based on demographic and
epidemiological trends, the author argues that such an approach does not adequately
address the determinants influencing population health. The study emphasizes the
need to differentiate between the national health system and the medical care system,
highlighting the importance of social, environmental, economic, biological, and
behavioral factors in shaping public health outcomes. A systemic and
interdisciplinary approach to health protection is proposed, where government
institutions at different levels share responsibility for the health status of the
population. The development of an integrated management framework that includes
legal, economic, social, and environmental measures is considered essential for
improving population health and ensuring sustainable demographic development.
