PREFACE

The textbook «European Practices in Combating Disinformation and
Propaganda: Basic Skills for the Modern Teacher» was developed and tested
within the framework of the NETTING project implemented under the
European Union Erasmus+ Jean Monnet programme ('European Experience
in Combating Disinformation and Propaganda: Basic skills for the teacher of
the future) 101127022-NETTING-ERASMUS-JMO-2023-HEI-TCH-RSCH.

The course is designed for students studying at the second (master's)
level of higher education. The discipline is built in accordance with the
requirements of the credit transfer system for organising the educational
process in higher education institutions and is aligned with the indicative
structure of the course content recommended by the European Credit
Transfer System (ECTS).

The status of a candidate for membership in the European Union poses
qualitatively new challenges for Ukraine, especially in the context of full-scale
military aggression. The harmonious integration of Ukrainian society into a
friendly European family is fundamental, which is possible only through
quality education, namely, the training of a new generation of teachers who

will not only adopt European civil society values but will also have the
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motivation and tools to implement them in the future Ukrainian education
system. The proposed textbook not only significantly complements the
existing research on European studies at T.H. Shevchenko National
University Chernihiv Colehium but can also be used in higher education
institutions that focus on the preparation and education of a new generation
of teachers in various fields of education and aim to rely on the fundamental
values of European civil society, such as information, media and digital
literacy.

The project involves studying the best European practices for
combating disinformation and propaganda, Experience in creating a
regulatory framework (such as hate speech legislation) and tools to combat
modern information wars, and implementing this Experience in the process
of training future teachers in Ukraine of various specialities (philologists,
historians, mathematicians, computer scientists, social educators, school
psychologists, teachers of labour and physical education) by updating
educational and professional programmes, conducting skills development
workshops.

It is important for future teachers who will rebuild the country in the
post-war period to develop skills in decoding enemy propaganda and mind
manipulation, develop an active attitude to the perception of any
information, and be aware of European practices in combating

3. Environmental Sustainability. A crucial part of the EU's modern
policies includes combating climate change and transitioning to a green
economy.

Governance in the European Union

intergovernmental approaches. The main institutions of the EU are:

1. The European Council, composed of the heads of state and
government of the member countries, sets the overall political direction.

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TOPIC 1.
THE ACROPOLIS, THE CAPITOLINE HILL, AND GOLGOTHA -
THREE HILLS OF EUROPEAN VALUES

The concept of Europe as a multilayered identity includes numerous
aspects that interact and intertwine. To better understand it, it is possible to
consider not only the main sub-concepts but also further clarifications of their
internal clusters.

1. Geographical Sub-Concept

This section defines the physical boundaries of Europe as a continent
but also includes the diversity of landscapes, natural resources, and climatic
conditions that shape the economy and the way of life of Europeans.

*Cluster 1: Boundaries of Europe-Clearly defined or disputed, such as
the demarcation between Europe and Asia or debates on Turkey's
inclusion in the EU.

*Cluster 2: Natural Resources- The significance of rivers, mountains,
and forests, which have not only geographical but also economic
importance for the development of various regions.

*Cluster 3: Regional Diversity- The influence of different climate zones
on culture and lifestyle, from Scandinavia to the Mediterranean.

2. Cultural Sub-Concept

Europe's cultural diversity is one of its main features, which combines
with the aspiration for unity through shared values, although it is also a
source of conflicts and controversies.

*Cluster 1: Literary and Artistic Heritage- The influence of ancient,
medieval, Renaissance, Baroque, and modern trends on European
culture.

*Cluster 2: Languages and Traditions-The large number of languages
and dialects are both common features of European identity and
barriers to integration.

*Cluster 3: Religion and Philosophy- The historical influence of
Christianity and the development of secular ideologies and
philosophical schools that shape moral and ethical guidelines.

3. Historical Sub-Concept
European history is a defining factor in shaping its modern appearance,
as historical events and processes reconstruct contemporary social and
political structures.
*Cluster 1: Legacy of Antiquity- Greek and Roman heritage in culture,
law, and state governance.
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*Cluster 2: Middle Ages and Renaissance- The role of Christianity and
the feudal system, cities' rise, and universities' development.

*Cluster 3: Colonialism and Empires- The creation of global empires,
the expansion of European influence, and colonial contradictions with
long-term consequences.

*Cluster 4: Modernisation and the Industrial Revolution- The
transformation of economies and societies, movements for democracy
and human rights, and the formation of nations and states.

4. Political Sub-Concept

Europe's political identity is also the result of many social and historical
processes. The ideas of democracy, human rights, state sovereignty, and
integration processes, such as the European Union, create a unique political
structure.

*Cluster 1: European Union- Institutions, policies, economy, and the
challenges of European Integration in the context of globalisation and
nationalist movements.

*Cluster 2: Democracy and Human Rights- The influence of European
states on the spread of democratic principles, the right to vote, and
freedom of speech.

*Cluster 3: Role in World Politics- Foreign economic relations,
humanitarian missions, and Europe's geopolitical influence on
international processes.

5. Economic Sub-Concept

Europe is one of the largest economic regions in the world. Its economy
is based on merging national economies, which share a common market,
financial institutions, and industrial capabilities.

STAGES OF EU EXPANSION AND ITS CURRENT STRUCTURE.
STAGES OF EUROPEAN INTEGRATION AND THE HISTORY
OF EU ENLARGEMENT

European Integration is a complex and prolonged process aimed at
establishing a stable political, economic, and social community in Europe.
This process began after World War II and evolved through several stages,
each with its own characteristics and challenges.

1. Initial Stages of Integration (1950s-1960s)

After World War II, Europe experienced severe political and economic
devastation. Economic and political integration was proposed to restore
peace and stability to prevent future wars.

1951 - European Coal and Steel Community (ECSC):Six countries

(France, Germany, Italy, Belgium, Luxembourg, and the Netherlands)

founded the ECSC, marking the first step toward European Integration.

This community aimed to unify coal and steel production to prevent

competition among countries and strengthen peace in Europe.

1957 - Treaties of Rome:The European Economic Community (EEC)

and the European Atomic Energy Community (EURATOM) were

established. The EEC sought to create a common market and gradually
eliminate barriers to goods, services, capital, and labour among
member states.

2. Enlargement and Deepening of Integration (1970s-1990s)

1970s-1980s - Initial EU Enlargement:Following economic growth and
stability, countries such as the United Kingdom, Denmark, and Ireland
became EU members. This expansion increased the EU's influence,
provided new economic opportunities, and fostered political stability
for new members.

1986 - Single European Act:This act was a significant step toward
deeper integration. It expanded the EU's competencies in areas such as
the internal market, environmental regulations, and other political
matters.

1992 - Maastricht Treaty:The Maastricht Treaty marked a pivotal phase
in the EU's evolution. It established the European Union (EU) as a
political entity and integrated economic, political, and monetary
policies. The treaty also introduced the Euro, the European Central
Bank, and a common foreign policy.

3. Eastern Enlargement (2000s)
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2004 - Major EU Enlargement:In 2004, the EU experienced its largest
expansion, with ten countries joining: Poland, the Czech Republic,
Hungary, Slovakia, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Slovenia, Malta, and
Cyprus. This milestone strengthened stability in Central and Eastern
Europe after the fall of socialist regimes.

2007 - Bulgaria and Romania:These two nations also joined the EU,
completing the Eastern enlargement process.

2004-2007 Expansion:This phase integrated the Baltic states, Central
and Eastern European countries, and Cyprus, reaffirming Europe's
commitment to stability following the collapse of communist regimes.

4. Challenges of integration (2010s)

Eurozone Countries and the Financial Crisis:The 2008 financial crisis
caused significant challenges for the European economy, causing
economic difficulties in Eurozone countries such as Greece, Ireland,
Spain, and Portugal.

2009 - Lisbon Treaty:The Lisbon Treaty, effective in 2009, reorganised
the EU's institutional structure and increased the FEuropean
Parliament's powers.

5. Brexit: The United Kingdom's Exit from the EU (2016-2020)

Brexit refers to the process of the United Kingdom leaving the
European Union. It began after the 2016 referendum, in which the majority of
British voters supported leaving the EU. This event marked a turning point in
European Integration, raising questions about the EU's future and European
identity.

2016 - UK Referendum:51.9% of British voters supported leaving the

EU, prompting negotiations on withdrawal terms.

2020 - Official Withdrawal:On January 31, 2020, the UK officially left

the EU, completing a four-year separation process.

6. Current Status and Potential Future Expansions

The EU remains interested in expansion, but political and economic
realities have slowed the process. Potential candidates for EU membership
include the Western Balkan countries (Albania, Serbia, North Macedonia,
Montenegro), Ukraine, Moldova, and Georgia. However, these processes
need more time due to these countries' political, economic, and social
challenges.

European Integration is a multi-stage process that continually adapts to
political, economic, and social realities. The UK's departure (Brexit) has
become a critical point for discussing the EU's future, while Eastern
expansion remains a significant aspect of the EU's strategy.
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TOPIC 3.
MAJOR INSTITUTIONAL BODIES OF THE EU.
GOVERNANCE MECHANISMS

The Treaty of Paris, signed on April 18, 1951, laid the foundation for
establishing the European Coal and Steel Community (ECSC), marking the
first step toward European Integration after World War II. Six countries
signed the treaty: France, Germany, Italy, Belgium, Luxembourg, and the
Netherlands. It aimed to create a common market for coal and steel
production, producing economic and political effects - enhancing
interdependence among countries, fostering peaceful coexistence, and
preventing future conflicts, particularly between France and Germany.

Key Provisions:

1. Shared Management of Coal and Steel Resources: This allowed
countries to control production and trade flows while minimising
competition.

2. Creation of a High Authority: This governing body supervised the
agreement's implementation and ensured equal access to resources
for all participants.

3. Promoting Growth and Stability: The treaty fostered economic
growth, stability, and integration.

The Treaty of Paris served as the cornerstone for further European
Integration, paving the way for more complex economic and political
structures like the European Economic Community (EEC).

The Treaty of Rome (1957): Establishing the European Economic
Community

Signed on March 25, 1957, the Treaty of Rome created the European
Economic Community (EEC) and the European Atomic Energy Community
(EURATOM). It expanded and deepened the principles the Treaty of Paris
established, aiming to create a common market for goods, services, capital,
and labour among the six member countries.

Key Provisions:

1. Single Market: The treaty established the principles of free
movement of goods, services, capital, and labour, significantly
increasing economic integration within the EEC.

2. Common Policies: It laid the groundwork for shared agricultural and
trade policies.

economic entity, these agreements charted Europe's development into a
unified economic, political, and monetary system.
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TOPIC 4.
UKRAINE'S EUROPEAN CHOICECRITERIA
FOR EU MEMBERSHIP

To become a member of the European Union, a country must meet
certain accession criteria defined in the Copenhagen Criteria, adopted by the
European Council at the 1993 Copenhagen Summit. These criteria serve as
the foundation for assessing a country's readiness to join the EU and include
the following aspects:

1. Political Criteria

=Stability of Institutions: Ensuring democracy, the rule of law, human
rights, and respect for minorities. This includes having a democratic
political system with free and fair elections and safeguarding rights
and freedoms for all citizens.

*Effective Democratic Institutions: Establishing efficient, independent,
transparent governing bodies to support democracy and legality.

2. Economic Criteria

*A Functioning Market Economy: The country must have a market
economy where private ownership, entrepreneurship, free markets,
and competition play key roles in economic development.

*Capacity to Compete in the EU Market: The country should
demonstrate economic readiness to adapt to the demands of the EU
single market, including compliance with trade standards, legislation,
and policies.

3. Commitment to Acquis Communautaire:

*Adoption of EU Law (Acquis Communautaire): The country must be
prepared to adopt and implement EU laws, rules, and policies in its
national legislation. This includes economic policy, environmental
protection, and human rights.

*Participation in EU Policies and Institutions: The country should be
capable of contributing to EU policies and mechanisms that regulate
cooperation among member states.

4, Institutional Readiness:

*Ability to Fulfill Membership Obligations: The country must
demonstrate the capacity to engage in the functioning of EU
institutions and uphold all political and economic commitments
within the Union.

Ukraine-EU Association Agreement
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The Ukraine-EU Association Agreement, signed on June 27, 2014, in
Brussels, marks a significant step in Ukraine's European Integration. This
agreement outlines key components that deepen cooperation between
Ukraine and the EU and bring Ukraine closer to meeting EU membership
criteria.

Key Elements of the Agreement:

Political Dialogue:

*Promoting political, social, and cultural ties between Ukraine and the
EU.

*Supporting democratic reforms in Ukraine, including human rights,
the rule of law, anti-corruption measures, and improved governance.

Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area (DCFTA):

*Establishes a free trade zone between Ukraine and the EU, gradually
eliminating tariffs and trade restrictions for goods and services.

[t requires Ukraine to align its legislation with EU standards (acquis
communautaire) in areas such as trade, competition, public
procurement, and agriculture.

=[t aims to boost Ukraine's economic development through reforms and
increased competitiveness.

Energy and Infrastructure Cooperation:
*Promotes collaboration in the energy, transportation, and
infrastructure sectors, including integrating energy markets and
supporting energy reforms in Ukraine.

Judicial and Law Enforcement Reforms:
*Supports reforming the legal system, combating corruption, and
improving judicial independence and law enforcement efficiency.

Mobility and Visa Liberalisation:

*Includes provisions for easing visa requirements for Ukrainian citizens
travelling to the EU and enhancing conditions for Ukrainians residing
in EU countries.

THE TREATY OF LISBON

AMENDING THE TREATY ON EUROPEAN UNION AND THE TREATY
ESTABLISHING THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITY
(2007/C 306/01)

The Treaty of Lisbon, signed on December 13, 2007, entered into force
on December 1, 2009. It replaced the proposal for a European Constitution,
which was not ratified and became a key document for reforming the
structure and functioning of the European Union (EU). The treaty aimed to
make the EU more democratic, transparent, and effective in decision-making
and addressing global challenges.

The main changes introduced include

sthe establishment of the position of President of the European
Council,

the creation of the role of High Representative for Foreign Affairs and
Security Policy,

*the expansion of the European Parliament's role, and

*the modification of the voting system in the Council.

The Treaty of Lisbon also clarifies the distribution of competences
between the EU and its member states, defining areas of exclusive Union,
shared, and national competence. It enshrines the principles governing the
functioning of the EU, including adherence to fundamental rights outlined in
the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the EU.

The treaty significantly impacted the legislative process, enhancing the
role of national parliaments in the decision-making procedures at the EU
level.
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Article 6

1. The Union recognises the rights, freedoms and principles set out in
the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union of December 7
2000, as adapted at Strasbourg on December 12 2007, which shall have the
same legal value as the Treaties.

The provisions of the Charter do not extend the Union's competences as
defined in the Treaties.

The rights, freedoms, and principles in the Charter shall be interpreted
by the general provisions in Title VII of the Charter governing its
interpretation and application, with due regard to the explanations referred
to in the Charter that set out the sources of those provisions.

2. The Union shall accede to the European Convention for the
Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms. Such accession
shall not affect the Union's competences as defined in the Treaties.

3. Fundamental rights, as guaranteed by the European Convention for
the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and as they
result from the constitutional traditions common to the Member States, shall
constitute general principles of the Union's law.'

Association Agreement between Ukraine, on the one hand,
and the European Union, the European Atomic Energy Community,
and their Member States, on the other hand

Article 1: Objectives

1. This document establishes an association between Ukraine and the
Union and its Member States.

2. The objectives of the association are:a) to promote the gradual
convergence of the Parties, based on shared values and close privileged links,
as well as to deepen Ukraine's association with EU policies and its
participation in EU programs and agencies;b) to provide the necessary
framework for enhanced political dialogue across all areas of mutual
interest;c) to foster, maintain, and strengthen peace and stability in regional
and international dimensions in line with the principles of the UN Charter
and the 1975 Helsinki Final Act of the Conference on Security and
Cooperation in Europe, as well as the goals of the 1990 Paris Charter for a
New Europe;d) to establish conditions for enhanced economic and trade
relations, leading to Ukraine's gradual integration into the EU internal
market, including through the creation of a Deep and Comprehensive Free
Trade Area (DCFTA) as specified in Title IV («Trade and Trade-Related
Matters») of this Agreement, and to support Ukraine's efforts to complete its
transition to a functioning market economy, including through the gradual
approximation of its legislation to the EU acquis;e) to strengthen cooperation
in the areas of justice, freedom, and security to ensure the rule of law and
respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms;f) to establish conditions
for closer cooperation in other areas of mutual interest.

In the modern world, civil society plays a key role in democratic
development, especially in the face of global challenges such as information
warfare. The European Union (EU) places significant emphasis on the role of
civil institutions in combating disinformation, protecting freedom of speech,
and building informational resilience. This article examines the main aspects
of civil society's activities in Europe in the context of informational threats.

Information Warfare as a Challenge to Democracy

Information warfare has become a powerful tool for influencing public
opinion and political processes, particularly in the context of the digital
revolution. It is characterised by:

1. Disinformation: The mass dissemination of false information to
manipulate public opinion.

2. Cyber threats: Attacks on the information systems of states and civil
institutions aimed at destabilisation.

3. Social polarisation: The use of information channels to create social
conflicts.

European countries, particularly those bordering the Russian
Federation, have become targets of aggressive information campaigns that
affect the stability of their democratic systems.

The Role of Civil Society in Countering Information Warfare

Civil society is crucial in defending democratic values and the
information space. Its activities include:

«Action Plan Against Disinformation», which includes monitoring fake news,
developing counter-narratives, and ensuring transparency of online
platforms.

2. Funding tools: Programs such as Erasmus+, Europe for Citizens, and
Creative Europe support projects to strengthen democratic institutions.

3. Alliance of Democracies: A platform uniting civil society, media,
and academic institutions to raise awareness about disinformation and
develop counter-strategies.

Digital Transformation Tools and Their Impact

European civil society increasingly uses digital technologies to
strengthen its position. Key areas include:

1. Big data analytics: Using data to analyse information flows and
identifty manipulations.

2. Digital platforms: Developing tools to detect fake news and inform
the public (e.g., EUvsDisinfo).

2. Civil initiatives: Organisations such as StopFake and the Institute of
Mass Information are key players in the fight against propaganda.

3. International cooperation: Partnerships with the EU facilitate the
exchange of best practices in countering informational threats.

Challenges for Civil Society

Despite significant progress, several challenges require attention:

1. Limited resources: Civil society organisations often need help in
implementing their initiatives.

2. Lack of personnel: More highly qualified media analytics specialists
are needed.

3. Dependence on state policy: Inefficient interaction with state
structures can limit civil society's potential.
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Civil society is an integral part of the democratic process in Europe,
especially in the context of information warfare. Joint efforts by the EU,
Ukraine, and other partners in this area are an important step towards
ensuring informational security, strengthening democratic values, and
building societal resilience.

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TOPIC 1.
THE CONCEPT OF INFORMATION LITERACY AND INFORMATION
WARFARE IN EUROPEAN UNION EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS

Information and media literacy are becoming increasingly significant
and relevant today, especially within the European educational space. These
skills help individuals critically evaluate the information they receive from
various sources and understand how this information shapes their decisions,
opinions, worldviews, and lifestyles. European countries are actively
implementing programs to enhance information and media literacy levels
among students and the general population. These initiatives include
teaching critical thinking, analysing media materials, and understanding the
role of data in the modern world.

Information Warfare (IW) has become vital to contemporary
information societies. It encompasses using media, social networks, and other
channels to influence public opinion, shape the information space, and ensure
information security.

The term information warfare first appeared in the mid-1980s when new
challenges arose for the U.S. Armed Forces following the Cold War. The
concept resulted from the work of American military theorists such as H. E.
Eccles (1898-1986), H. G. Summers (1932-1999), and others. The term gained
prominence in the media after the Gulf War (Operation et al., 1991), during
which new information technologies were employed as a means of warfare.
The term was officially used in U.S. Department of Defense Directive No. 3
600 on December 21, 1992. By February 1996, the U.S. Department of Defense
introduced the «Doctrine of Command and Control Warfare», which outlined
the principles of IW in military applications. In October 1998, the «Joint
Doctrine for Information Operations» introduced the terms information
warfare and information operation(http:/ /surl.li/1llzhdy).

The main objective of IW is to manipulate public consciousness by
introducing hostile and harmful ideas, intimidating citizens with an enemy
image, disorienting and misinforming the masses, undermining societal
convictions, and intimidating adversaries with displays of power.

Key Features of Information Warfare

Disinformation: Dissemination of false or manipulative information to
mislead the public or the enemy.

Propaganda: Use of media to spread ideological messages supporting
specific political or military objectives.

Psychological Influence: Employing information to affect emotions,
thoughts, and behaviours.
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Cyberattacks: Employing hacking methods to disrupt the opponent's
information systems.

Control Over Information Space: Creating and maintaining dominance
in the information space to secure one's interests.

Instruments of Information Warfare

Social Networks: Leveraging social media platforms to disseminate
information and influence public opinion.

Media: Utilising traditional and new media to spread propaganda and
disinformation.

Cyber Tools: Deploying hacking attacks, viruses, and other cyber tools
to disrupt information systems.

Psychological Operations: Applying psychological influence methods
to alter behaviours and attitudes.

Analytical Centers: Employing research and analytical institutions to
develop IW strategies.

These features and instruments of IW are employed to achieve strategic
goals, including influencing political decisions, destabilising societies, and
ensuring information security. The primary domains of contemporary IW
include political, diplomatic, military, and financial-economic spheres
(http:/ /surl.li/tiliji).

Alongside information warfare, the term hybrid warfare is also widely
used.

Hybrid warfare is a form of conflict that combines traditional military
actions with unconventional methods, such as cyberattacks, disinformation,
economic pressure, and other means of influence. In Europe, the term is
frequently used to describe Russia's actions against Ukraine and other
countries.

Key Aspects of Hybrid Warfare

Cyberattacks: Targeting critical infrastructure, stealing data, and
destabilising systems (e.g., Russian hacker attacks on European institutions).

Disinformation: Spreading false information to manipulate public
opinion and create chaos.

Economic Pressure: Using sanctions, trade restrictions, and other
measures to weaken the opponent's economy.

Political Influence: Supporting separatist movements, election
interference, and other political disruptions.

The European Parliament emphasises the importance of media literacy
as a critical element in countering information and hybrid warfare. In the face
of modern informational challenges, media literacy equips citizens with skills
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to identify disinformation, manipulation techniques, and the impacts of
hybrid warfare.
Defining Media Literacy

Media Literacy: The ability to effectively interact with media content,
analyse its substance, evaluate information reliability, and create original
media content.

Critical Literacy: The capacity to understand the content of media
messages, recognise their intent, and assess their societal and individual
impacts.

Digital Literacy: A component of media literacy focusing on skills to
utilise digital technologies for information search, evaluation, creation, and
sharing.

Media Education in the European Union is advancing through various
initiatives and programes.

Main Directions in Media Education Development

1. Skill Enhancement: Providing educators and students with access to
modern technologies and teaching methods.

2. Integration of Media Education: Launching new programs and
courses to prepare media, journalism, and communications professionals.

3. International Collaboration: Facilitating partnerships between
universities and international partners to exchange expertise and develop
educational projects.

4. Funding and Support: Allocating EU financial resources through
programs and grants to develop media education.

UNESCO's Role in Media Literacy Development:

Since the term media education was first used during a 1973 UNESCO
meeting, the organisation has significantly fostered media literacy programs
in European education systems.

Key Activities Include

Developing methodologies and standards for media education.
Supporting professional training for educators.

Promoting partnerships for program development and implementation.
Sharing experiences to identify best practices.

On November 3, 2020, UNESCO published the Seoul Declaration on
Media and Information Literacy for All and by All: Protecting against

Disinfodemics, addressing disinformation's impact on the COVID-19
pandemic (http:/ /surl.li/bibacb).
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Key Provisions of the Declaration:

Knowledge and Skills: Promoting equal access to critical analysis
resources for all.

Combating Disinformation: Developing strategies to counter
disinformation and increase public awareness.

Human Rights Protection: Ensuring access to reliable information
while safeguarding privacy.

Ethical Standards: Promoting ethical information wuse and
dissemination.

Inclusiveness and Equality: Ensuring media literacy access irrespective
of age, gender, or social status.

These measures aim to foster critical thinking, enhance media literacy,
and protect against disinformation.

TOPIC 2.
DISINFORMATION AND PROPAGANDA - EUROPEAN PRACTICES
FOR COMBATING THEM (USING THE EXAMPLE OF LEGISLATION
IN POLAND, BELGIUM, THE NETHERLANDS, AND ITALY)

Understanding the terms «disinformation» and «propaganda», as well
as their differences, is crucial for developing critical thinking and media
literacy.

Disinformation refers to the spread of false or misleading information

with the intent to deceive people. It can be deliberately created and
distributed to achieve specific goals, such as influencing public opinion,
destabilising a situation, or manipulating people's behaviour.
Propaganda is the systematic use of information, ideas, or rumours to
consciously influence public opinion or the behaviour of large groups of
people. Propaganda can be truthful and misleading and usually serves
political, social, and ideological purposes.

The key differences between these concepts are

stheir objectives (disinformation is often aimed at deception and
disorientation, while propaganda has a broader range of goals,
including mobilising support and strengthening ideologies, such as
spreading ideological messages aimed at shaping specific views or
behaviours in society),
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*methods (disinformation typically uses false information, such as
spreading fake news about crises to create panic or chaos, while
propaganda may combine truthful information with manipulative
techniques to achieve its goal), and

*Context (disinformation can be part of a propaganda campaign, but
not all propaganda is disinformation).

In general, disinformation and propaganda operate in a specific context
that includes political (influencing elections, international relations,
destabilising governments, etc.), social (changing or forming public opinion
on issues such as war, social reforms, or ideological concepts), economic
(creating a negative image of economic opponents, encouraging boycotts of
products from certain companies or countries, etc.), and media (digital
platforms, social networks, journalism, etc.) factors. Understanding this
context helps to better grasp how and why these phenomena arise and their
consequences.

The nature of propaganda and the role of totalitarian regimes in its
spread in the 20th century. In totalitarian regimes, propaganda was used as a
tool to control society and maintain power. In the 20th century, regimes such
as Nazi Germany, the Soviet Union, and the People's Republic of China
actively employed propaganda to form ideological support, strengthen
power, and eliminate political opposition.

Propaganda in these regimes often included:

Control over mass media: The state controlled all media outlets,
allowing the regime to spread only ideas that supported its agenda.

*Ideological education: Education and cultural institutions were used to
promote ideological values and suppress alternative viewpoints.

*Psychological pressure: Propaganda often uses fear and psychological
pressure to strengthen power and eliminate opposition.

Today, regulating the use of disinformation at the legislative level
within the EU is challenging, although the European Union is actively
working on regulating disinformation through a series of legislative
initiatives and programes.

The European Commission identifies three levels of combating
disinformation: systemic, media platform, and information consumer
http:/ /surl.li/ wsugim.

Basic documents include the Griinwald Declaration on Media
Education (1982), the UNESCO resolution (1989) on the development of
critical media literacy, the Vienna Conference «Education for the Media and
the Digital Age,» the Seville Conference «Media Education for Youth,» the
European Parliament Resolution on media literacy in the digital technology

world, and the FEuropean Commission's Communication «A European
Approach to Media Literacy in the Digital Age,» among others.

The Griinwald Declaration on Media Education (http://surl.li/favctz)
was adopted at the International Media Education Congress in Griinwald,
Federal Republic of Germany 1982. This declaration became an important
document that established the basic principles of media education and
defined its role in society.

Key points of the declaration include

initiating and supporting comprehensive media education programs
(from preschool to wuniversity level, adult education aimed at
developing knowledge, skills, and attitudes to encourage critical
awareness and, as a result, greater competence among users of
electronic and print media, etc.);

*developing training courses for teachers and students to enhance their
knowledge and understanding of media and teach them appropriate
teaching methods;

stimulating research activities in areas such as psychology, sociology,
and communication; and

ssupporting measures undertaken or planned by UNESCO to
encourage international cooperation in media education.

The UNESCO Resolution (1989) on the development of critical media
education (http://surlli/cijeeq) emphasises the importance of teaching
critical thinking and media analysis, the need for critical media education to
support democratic societies and protect human rights, calls for countries to
ensure access to independent and diverse sources of information, and
encourages the development of media literacy among the population. It
stresses the importance of media literacy as a key skill in the modern
information society, which helps combat disinformation and manipulation.

In 2018, the Atlantic Council published a report outlining several
strategies for combating disinformation at the international level (sanctions),
at the level of state institutions (raising public media literacy, regular
monitoring, creating a coordination centre), and at the level of the media
(monitoring political advertising on their platforms, labelling sources that
spread propaganda, and providing courses for journalists).

Methods for combating disinformation include preventive (targeted at
specific issues, requiring cooperation at the regional level), immediate
(including crisis communications and fact-checking), and long-term strategies
(media literacy, social norms, and collaborations).

In 2018, the European Commission adopted a Code of Practice on
Disinformation to find an interim solution to interactions with online
platforms. This agreement is based on «responsible behaviour and self-
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regulatory standards to fight disinformation». Google, Facebook, and Twitter
have already signed it. An updated version of the Code was introduced in
2022 (https:/ /jurliga.ligazakon.net/news/212519_onovlennya-kodeksu-s-
shchodo-borotbi-z-deznformatsyu-osnovn-polozhennya ).

The signatories committed to taking action in several areas:
demonetising the spread of disinformation, ensuring transparency in political
advertising, expanding users' rights and capabilities, enhancing cooperation
with fact-checkers, and providing researchers with better access to data.

In 2020, the EU adopted the «European Democracy Action Plan» and
the «Digital Services Act» to develop a «comprehensive set of EU measures to
combat foreign interference» and create «a new protocol for strengthening
existing collaboration structures to fight disinformation».

The European Commission's Action Plan for European Democracy focuses on
three main areas: promoting free and fair elections, strengthening media
freedom and pluralism, and combating disinformation.

The Digital Services Act (DSA) came into force in the EU in February
2024. The law prohibits the dissemination of illegal goods, services, or content
and includes mechanisms for reporting illegal content. It also addresses
violations of fundamental rights, uncontrolled advertising, targeting based
on sensitive personal data, and the protection of minors.

On May 20, 2010, the Presidium of the National Academy of
Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine approved the Concept of Implementing
Media Education in Ukraine. According to this Concept, media education is a
part of the educational process aimed at forming media culture in society,
preparing individuals for safe and effective interaction with the modern mass
media system, including both traditional (print media, radio, cinema,
television) and new (computer-mediated communication, the Internet,
mobile telephony) media, taking into account the development of
information and communication technologies.

On April 21, the Presidium of the National Academy of Pedagogical
Sciences of Ukraine approved a new version of the Concept for Implementing
Media Education in Ukraine
(https:/ /www.slovoidilo.ua/2024/06/28/infografika/suspilstvo/soczmerez
hi-manipulyaczij-zaboronyaye-zakon-yes-pro-cyfrovi-posluhy).

The main goal of the concept is to promote the development of an
effective media education system in Ukraine, which should become the
foundation of the country's humanitarian security, civil society development,
countering foreign information aggression, and preparing children and youth
for safe and effective interaction with the modern media system, forming
media literacy and media culture in citizens according to their age,
individual, and other characteristics.
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TOPIC 3.
PROPAGANDA AS A PILLAR
OF TOTALITARIAN STATES AND INFORMATION HYGIENE
AS A PILLAR OF EUROPEAN DEMOCRACY

Propaganda in Totalitarian Regimes: Conditions for Functioning

Propaganda is a critical tool in totalitarian regimes, enabling control

over society and consolidating power. Key conditions for the functioning of
propaganda in such systems include:

Centralised Media Control

*All media outlets are state-controlled, ensuring only officially
approved information is disseminated.

*Independent media are banned, and censorship eliminates alternative
sources of information.

Ideological Monopoly

*Propaganda aims to establish a single state ideology that justifies the
regime's actions and discredits opposition.

*Historical, cultural, and national symbols are utilised to strengthen
ideological influence.

Information Manipulation

*Techniques are employed to create a positive image of the regime and
a negative image of its enemies.

*Disinformation and fake news are spread to influence public opinion
and maintain control.

Psychological Pressure

*Fear and repression are used to suppress resistance.
*Propaganda instils fear of internal and external enemies to unite
society around the regime.

Mass Events and Rituals

*Organised mass events, parades, rallies, and other rituals showcase the
regime's power and mobilise the population.

*Symbolism and slogans foster a sense of unity and support for the
regime.

The Role of Propaganda in Creating a Society of Resentment and

Fragmented Identity
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Resentment

Resentment refers to deep grievance and hatred from perceived
injustice or humiliation. Propaganda fuels this through:

Creating an Enemy Image: Promoting hostility toward designated
internal or external enemies to distract from internal issues.

Emotion Manipulation: Leveraging emotionally charged narratives to
provoke outrage, hatred, and anger.

Victimisation: Highlighting the victimhood of specific groups,
intensifying feelings of injustice and helplessness.

Fragmented Identity

Fragmented identity involves dividing society into distinct groups with
narrow identities, often fostering division through:

Societal Division: Emphasising differences among ethnic, religious,
social, and political groups.

Narrow Group Identification: Encouraging identification with specific
groups at the expense of broader societal unity.

Stereotypes and Prejudices: Reinforcing negative perceptions of other
groups, exacerbating conflicts and divisions.

The Human Experience in the Age of Expanding Global Information
Space

The expanding global information space presents both opportunities
and challenges, such as:

Information Overload. Difficulty processing and discerning credible
information due to an overwhelming influx of data.

Cybersecurity Concerns. Risks like hacking, fraud, and breaches of
privacy necessitate robust protective measures.

Social Media Dependency. Overreliance on social platforms can lead

to isolation, depression, and other psychological issues.

Information Hygiene in European Culture

Information hygiene encompasses practices aimed at ensuring the
safety, privacy, and integrity of information, including:

Topic 2. Critical Thinking as a Fundamental Need
for Modern Individuals. European Perspectives
on Cognitive Biases in Human Nature

Cognitive psychology explores how people process information, make
decisions, and solve problems. One critical aspect of human cognition
involves cognitive biases, which are systematic patterns of deviation from
norm or rationality in judgment. These biases often lead to perceptual
distortion, inaccurate judgment, or irrational interpretation. In this lecture,
we will discuss various cognitive biases and heuristics that shape our
decision-making processes, including the «Planning Fallacy»,«Availability
Heuristic»,«Overconfidence Effect»,«Introspection Illusion», and others.

1. Planning Fallacy

The Planning Fallacy is a cognitive bias described by Daniel Kahneman
and Amos Tversky, and further explored by David Dunning. It refers to the
tendency of individuals to underestimate the time, costs, and risks associated
with future actions, while simultaneously being overly optimistic about the
outcome. This bias occurs despite previous experience or knowledge about
similar tasks suggesting that they will take longer or cost more than initially
anticipated. The Planning Fallacy illustrates how individuals often fail to
consider all relevant factors and past experiences, resulting in overly
ambitious plans.

2. The «Multiplicity of Independent Sources of Error»

This phenomenon refers to the cognitive tendency to underestimate the
number of independent sources of error that can affect a judgment or
decision. In the context of the Planning Fallacy, people may fail to consider
multiple independent factors-such as delays, unforeseen complications, or
changes in circumstances-that can contribute to the failure of a plan. The
tendency to focus on a narrow set of considerations while overlooking others
is a key feature of human cognitive bias, which can lead to significant errors
in judgment.

3. Availability Heuristic

The Availability Heuristic is a mental shortcut where people make
judgments about the probability of an event based on how easily examples
come to mind. The more readily available a piece of information is, the more
likely we are to overestimate its importance or likelihood. For example, after
hearing about a plane crash on the news, a person may believe air travel is
more dangerous than it actually is, simply because the crash is readily
available in their memory. This heuristic is particularly strong when the
information is vivid, emotional, or recent.
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4. Overconfidence Effect

The Overconfidence Effect is a well-documented cognitive bias where
individuals overestimate their knowledge, abilities, or the accuracy of their
predictions. People often believe they are more capable or informed than they
actually are, which can lead to poor decision-making. For instance, investors
may be overly confident in their ability to predict stock prices, or drivers may
feel invincible, despite evidence suggesting they are at risk for accidents. The
Overconfidence Effect can be especially dangerous in situations involving
risk and uncertainty, as individuals may not take adequate precautions or
may ignore critical information.

5. Introspection Illusion

The Introspection Illusion refers to the tendency of people to believe
they have more accurate knowledge of their own thoughts, feelings, and
mental states than they actually do. This bias leads to overconfidence in self-
awareness. People may believe they understand the reasons behind their
actions or decisions better than they actually do, while failing to recognize the
influence of external factors, such as emotions, biases, or unconscious
motives. This illusion can lead to an inflated sense of self-insight and cause
individuals to misinterpret their own mental processes.

6. Illusion of Control

The Illusion of Control occurs when people believe they have more
control over outcomes than they actually do. This bias is particularly
noticeable in situations where the outcome is largely determined by chance.
For example, a person might believe they can influence the outcome of a
lottery by choosing specific numbers or that their actions can affect the
success of a sports team based on their superstitions. The Illusion of Control
can lead to unrealistic expectations and poor decision-making, as individuals
may fail to account for uncontrollable variables.

7. Anchoring Effect

The Anchoring Effect occurs when people rely too heavily on the first
piece of information they receive (the «anchor») when making decisions, even
if the anchor is irrelevant or arbitrary. For example, when negotiating a
salary, the first number mentioned in the conversation often becomes the
anchor, influencing subsequent offers and perceptions of fairness. Anchoring
can lead to biased judgments, as people may fail to adjust sufficiently from
the initial anchor, even if new, more relevant information becomes available.
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8. Representativeness Heuristic

The Representativeness Heuristic is a mental shortcut used when
people judge the probability of an event based on how similar it is to a
prototype or a typical case. For example, if someone meets a person who is
quiet, introverted, and enjoys reading, they might assume that person is more
likely to be a librarian than a salesperson, based on stereotypes. While this
heuristic can often lead to correct judgments, it can also result in biased
decisions, particularly when people rely too heavily on stereotypes rather
than considering base-rate probabilities or other relevant factors.

Conclusion: The Impact of Cognitive Biases on Decision-Making
Cognitive biases and heuristics can significantly impact the decisions we
make, often leading us to faulty conclusions or less-than-optimal choices.
Understanding these biases and recognizing their effects is crucial for
improving decision-making processes, both in everyday life and in more
complex or high-stakes situations. While these cognitive shortcuts help us
navigate the complexities of daily life, they also expose us to systematic
errors in judgment. By becoming aware of these biases and striving to
counteract their influence, we can make more informed, rational decisions.

4. MEDIA LITERACY IN THE DIGITAL ENVIRONMENT - GOOD
PRACTICES

This Communication focuses on three areas: commercial communi-
cation, audiovisual works and online.

4.1. Media literacy for commercial communication
Advertising is part of everyday life and is one of the building blocks of
a market economy. It is important to raise awareness among all audiences
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about the role of commercial communication in the value chain of the
audiovisual industry. This is notably true for free-to-air television as
advertising and other forms of commercial communication, such as
sponsoring, teleshopping or product placement, enable broadcasters to
acquire premium content. It is also important to avoid negative images of
older persons and people with disabilities in the media. In this field, media
literacy for commercial communication has at least three aspects:

- giving young audiences tools to develop a critical approach to
commercial communication, enabling them to make informed choices[15];

- raising awareness and knowledge among all interested parties about
self-and co-regulatory measures and mechanisms and about the
development and implementation of codes of conduct[16];

- encouraging public/private financing in this area with adequate
transparency[17].

In view of the reporting obligation in the AVMS Directive, the
Commission sees a strong need to develop and to exchange good practices on
commercial communications (e.g. through input to the development of codes
of conduct) with a view to proposing them as an alternative to restrictions or
bans on certain practices.

4.2. Media Literacy for audiovisual works

Digital technologies and broadband penetration strongly facilitate
access to audiovisual works, creating new distribution channels such as
video-on-demand and mobile television. This in turn creates new markets for
catalogue/heritage content. In addition, digital technologies lower the entry
barrier for creating and distributing audiovisual works and help create an
audiovisual market without borders. In this context media literacy means:

- providing, notably to young European audiences, better awareness
and knowledge about our film heritage and increasing interest in these films
and in recent European films[18];

- promoting the acquisition of audiovisual media production and
creativity skills[19];

- understanding the importance of copyright, from the perspective of
both consumers and creators of content[20].

4.3. Media literacy for online

In the rapidly evolving information society, media literacy skills are
needed for awareness and inclusion in relation to technological, economic
and cultural innovations. Internet profoundly changes media consumption,
as it is an additional means to access traditional media (IPTV or Internet
Radio for instance) and texts, images and sounds from all over the world in
an interactive way. This offers huge opportunities, for example, as regards
multimedia digital libraries[21] but also huge challenges in terms of media
literacy. Media literacy for online means:

- empowering users with tools to critically assess online content;

- extending digital creativity and production skills and encouraging
awareness of copyright issues[22];

- ensuring that the benefits of the information society can be enjoyed by
everyone, including people who are disadvantaged due to limited resources
or education, age, gender, ethnicity, people with disabilities (e-Accessibility)
as well as those living in less favoured areas (all these are encompassed
under elnclusion)[23];

- raising awareness about how search engines work (prioritisation of
answers, etc.) and learning to better use search engines[24].

Excerpts from the Book «The Dunning-Kruger Effect:
On Being Ignorant of One's Own Ignorance» (2008)

First, I wish to argue that the boundary where people’s knowledge ends
and their ignorance begins frequently arrives far sooner than one would
expect. That boundary often insinuates itself well within the geography of
everyday tasks that determine whether people live happy and effective lives-
certainly within the circle of challenges that people typically face over the
course of a lifetime. p0025 For example, in contemporary society, people must
filter a good deal of news about scientific facts on such important issues as
the environment, medical treatment, and biotechnology. In that regard, the
National Science Foundation, in its biannual survey of scientific knowledge,
finds large gaps in the basic facts of what people know. In its 2008 survey of
roughly 1500 United States adults, only about 53% of respondents knew that
electrons are smaller than atoms and only 51% could successfully identify
that it was the earth that revolved around the sun (rather than the other way
around), taking a year for the earth to do it. When asked whether it was
better to test a new high blood pressure drug by giving it (a) to 1000
participants or (b) to 500 participants, with an additional 500 receiving a
placebo, only 38% gave the correct answer with an appropriate rationalel
(National Science Board, 2010). p0030 But perhaps science is not a day-to-day
activity for typical citizens, so they can be excused for not having basic
knowledge about topics they make no direct decisions about. They do,
however, make decisions in every election; thus, it is important for citizens to
have a basic working knowledge of their government. In a 2009 survey of
roughly 2500 American citizens, only half of respondents could name all
three branches of the Federal government, only 54% knew that the power to
declare war rests with Congress rather than the President, and only 57%
could properly identify the role played by the electoral college, with many
thinking it “trains those aspiring for higher office” or “supervised the first
television debates” (Intercollegiate Studies Institute, 2008).

IS LEGAL AND TOLERANT

Hate speech is one of the most threatening forms of expression, capable
of undermining democratic values, inciting violence and discrimination, and
fostering the development of anti-civic societies. Meanwhile, the European
Union showcases an effective strategy to counteract this phenomenon
through legal, social, and educational tools to strengthen tolerance and
protect human rights.

Hate speech encompasses any statements intended to demean,
discriminate, or pose threats to individuals or groups based on their race,
ethnicity, religion, gender, sexual orientation, or other characteristics.

The primary consequences of hate speech include:

1. Fostering social tension. Hate speech provokes societal conflicts and
undermines social cohesion.

2. Discrimination and violence. Such statements create a foundation
for physical attacks, harassment, and discrimination.

3. Undermining democratic principles. A decline in mutual respect
erodes the foundations of democratic society, encouraging authoritarian
tendencies.

The European community views combating hate speech as a priority
rooted in the rule of Law.

Key legal instruments include:

1. The Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union.

- Article 21 prohibits any discrimination, including that based on hate
speech.

- Article 11 guarantees freedom of expression with boundaries when it
is abused to incite discrimination.

2. The EU Framework Decision on combating racism and xenophobia
(2008).

- This decision ensures the criminalization of public incitement to
violence or hatred based on race, colour, religion, or national origin.
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3. National legislation.

- EU member states are required to implement laws consistent with
European standards, particularly those addressing hate speech in media and
social networks.

- The European Union places significant emphasis on promoting
tolerance and intercultural dialogue. Media literacy initiatives educate
citizens to critically evaluate information and avoid hate propaganda. The
Council of Europe launched the No Hate Speech Movement campaign,
engaging youth to combat discrimination in the online environment.

Civil society plays a vital role in preventing the spread of hate speech
through:

1. Fact-checking initiatives.

- Organizations analyze and debunk misinformation containing hate
speech.

2. Victim support.
- Human rights organizations provide legal and psychological
assistance to those targeted by hate speech.

3. Raising awareness.
- Educational workshops and public events promote tolerance and
respect.

Despite progress, significant challenges remain

1. Digitalization of hate speech. Social networks have become a rapid
medium for spreading destructive narratives.

2. Lack of coordination. There needs to be unified approaches to
addressing hate speech across EU countries, which complicates efforts.

3. Balancing freedom of speech and countering hate speech. Ensuring
this balance remains a complex task for legal systems.

Hate speech poses a significant threat to democracy and social
harmony, yet the European Union demonstrates how effective legal,
educational, and societal initiatives can foster a tolerant society. By adopting
European practices, Ukraine can strengthen democratic institutions and
foster a legal culture based on mutual respect and tolerance.

Decoding Media Texts studies how different audiences perceive the
same content. For example, advertisements for fitness products may inspire
health-conscious individuals but be perceived by others as imposing beauty
standards.

Narrative analysis focuses on storytelling structures. For instance,
blockbuster films often follow a «hero-trial-victory» framework, creating
viewer expectations and enhancing emotional engagement.

Genre Analysis aids in understanding a genre's characteristics and
their impact on messaging. For example, talk shows feature debates and
emotional discussions, making content dynamic but potentially
oversimplifying complex issues.

The iconographic analysis examines visual imagery. For instance, in
luxury watch advertisements, elements like lavish interiors or expensive cars
may symbolize status and convey success and prestige.

Semiotic analysis explores signs and symbols. Colours, for example,
carry symbolic meanings: red represents passion or danger, and green
represents nature and harmony. In eco-product ads, green often emphasizes
natural qualities.

Contextual Analysis considers external factors like historical or social
circumstances. During economic crises, advertisements often focus on
affordability and value.

Commercialization Analysis examines how economic interests shape
content. For example, sponsored articles in news media may appear as
objective news but are intended to promote products or services.

These diverse types of analysis enable a comprehensive evaluation of
media texts, their influence, and their social significance.
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Methods for Detecting Disinformation

Methods for identifying disinformation are vital in combating distorted
or manipulative information in the media. One fundamental technique is
fact-checking, the process of verifying the accuracy of claims, facts, and
statements presented in media texts.

Fact-checking involves several steps:

1. Identifying Claims for Verification. Begin by pinpointing
statements that require validation, such as statistics, events, or quotes in a
news story.

2. Searching for Original Sources. Locate the original source of the
information or credible references that confirm it. For example, if a news
report cites a study, the fact-checker must find and review the full study.

3. Analyzing Sources. Reliable sources include official documents,
academic publications, reputable media, or direct statements from
authorities. Fact-checking also identifies signs of fake information, such as
anonymous sources, sensational headlines, manipulative emotional content,
or a lack of verified references.

Practical Example: A social media post claims a «new miracle drug»
has been approved by scientists. Fact-checking involves searching scientific
databases, the WHO website, or other trusted medical institutions for
relevant mentions. If no such data exists, the likelihood of it being fake
increases significantly.

1. Using Specialized Online Tools. Platforms like Google Fact Check
Tools can swiftly verify content, while services like Snopes or FactCheck.org
specialize in debunking popular misinformation narratives.

2. Analytical Approach. This involves examining the context, media
funding sources, target audiences, and potential motives behind the
information. For instance, if a news piece benefits a specific political group, it
should be scrutinized for bias.

Thus, fact-checking is a critical method for detecting disinformation. Its
regular use promotes media literacy, helps avoid manipulation, and ensures
the quality of consumed information.
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TOPIC 2.

However, challenges remain, as some media outlets exploit stereotypes for
sensationalism, exacerbating social tensions.

These efforts
contribute to the harmonious development of civil society, fostering freedom
and equality for all.

TOPIC 3.

THE SEOUL DECLARATION ON MEDIA AND INFORMATION
LITERACY FOR ALL AND BY ALL: PROTECTION AGAINST
DISINFODEMIC. EUROPEAN EXPERIENCE OF IMPLEMENTATION
(USING THE EXAMPLE OF FRANCE AND OTHER EU COUNTRIES)

The Seoul Declaration emphasizes the importance of integrating media
and information literacy (MIL) as a global competency that promotes the
development of critical thinking and creating quality media content. It
supports the idea of inclusive and informed participation in the digital age.
Overall, implementing the principles of this declaration contributes to
strengthening democratic activity among citizens through combating
disinformation and raising awareness for making important decisions. It also
aims to overcome informational inequality, ensuring access to information for
marginalized and underserved communities.

The declaration is key to countering disinformation campaigns,
providing people with the skills to identify and refute false narratives. It
fosters collaboration among governments, educational institutions, and the
media to ensure transparency and accountability. An important element is
encouraging intercultural dialogue and wusing media to build mutual
understanding between cultures, helping to overcome stereotypes and
develop empathy.

The Emergence of the Concept of «Disinfodemic» and Its Social and
Informational Impacts

The term «disinfodemic» emerged in response to global informational
challenges that arose during the COVID-19 pandemic. International
organizations such as UNESCO introduced it to describe the wave of
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disinformation and manipulative information campaigns accompanying
major crises, including pandemics. The term is derived from the words
«disinformation» and «pandemic», symbolizing the simultaneous spread of
infection and false information.

A disinfodemic has serious consequences for society. It deepens social
divisions by exploiting existing political, cultural, or religious contradictions
and creates conditions for the spread of disinformation in so-called
«information bubbles». It undermines trust in key institutions-healthcare
systems, governments, and the media-by disseminating contradictory and
harmful narratives.

This phenomenon creates additional risks for vulnerable populations,
particularly the elderly or those with limited digital literacy skills. Such
groups become easy targets for disinformation, which can influence their
decisions in health and economic matters. Moreover, the disinfodemic
complicates the development of effective regulatory mechanisms, as a
balance is needed between freedom of expression and the necessity to limit
harmful content.

It is especially important to note that disinformation amplifies fear and
uncertainty in society during crises, diverting resources toward debunking
false information rather than preventing it. This creates additional challenges
for governments and organizations striving to disseminate truthful
information.

The principles of the Seoul Declaration offer a strategic framework for
addressing the challenges associated with the disinfodemic. In particular, by
implementing media and information literacy, people are provided with tools
for critically evaluating content and reducing vulnerability to disinformation.
The declaration calls for collective action, uniting policymakers, educators,
and technology companies to build resilient information ecosystems.

This synergy demonstrates the importance of global literacy and
information ethics in protecting society from modern threats in the digital
environment.

TOPIC 4.
HATE SPEECH AS A CRITERION FOR FILTERING INFORMATION:
LEGAL FRAMEWORKS IN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES
LEGAL BASIS FOR REGULATING SOCIAL, LEGAL, AND POLITICAL
CONFLICTS INVOLVING HATE SPEECH

Hate speech is one of the major threats to modern democratic societies
as it undermines social cohesion, incites conflicts, and can contribute to
violence. To effectively address such conflicts, states, international
organizations, and civil society rely on legal frameworks that regulate and
prevent the use of hate speech.
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In Ukraine, the foundations for combating hate speech are enshrined in
the Constitution, which guarantees freedom of speech while prohibiting the
misuse of this right to incite hatred. The Criminal Code of Ukraine imposes
liability for crimes related to discrimination or incitement of hatred.
Additionally, the Law of Ukraine, «On the Principles of Prevention and
Combating Discrimination in Ukraine», outlines mechanisms for the legal
protection of those affected by discriminatory statements and actions.

At the international level, key documents include the European
Convention on Human Rights, particularly Article 10, which protects
freedom of expression but allows restrictions to prevent the incitement of
hatred. In 2008, the Council of Europe adopted the Additional Protocol to the
Convention on Cybercrime, which criminalizes manifestations of racism and
xenophobia online. UN General Assembly resolutions also play a vital role,
condemning hate speech and wurging states to implement -effective
mechanisms to combat it.

Legislative initiatives in various countries reflect efforts to balance
freedom of speech with the responsibility for its use. In many European
countries, such as Germany and France, hate speech is subject to administra-
tive or criminal liability, and large social media platforms are required to
remove hateful content. For instance, Germany's Network Enforcement Act
(NetzDG) mandates the swift removal of illegal content from social networks.

In the political sphere, hate speech is often used to manipulate and
deepen societal divides. A legal framework that includes strict sanctions for
incitement to hatred should be complemented by educational initiatives
aimed at fostering tolerance and preventing manipulative information
campaigns.

It is essential to ensure that efforts to combat hate speech do not become
tools for suppressing criticism or political opposition. Therefore, legal
mechanisms must have clear application boundaries, adhere to human rights
principles, and avoid arbitrary restrictions on freedom of expression.
Resolving hate speech conflicts requires a comprehensive approach
combining legislative, educational, and societal initiatives to protect
democratic values and human rights.

Hate Speech and Social Stereotypes: Formation of Entrenched Negative
Connotations

Hate speech and social stereotypes are interconnected phenomena that
reinforce each other and contribute to the spread of biased perceptions about
certain groups. Social stereotypes are simplified, often unfounded notions
about specific communities or individuals based on real or perceived
characteristics. Hate speech serves as a tool to reinforce and propagate these
stereotypes, turning them into socially accepted norms.

The formation of negative connotations begins with the social
construction of differences. Historically, dominant groups have often used
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stereotypes to maintain their power, imposing perceptions of «others» as
dangerous, inferior, or threatening. For example, in cultural or political
discourse, certain ethnic, religious, or social groups may be labelled with
negative language, emphasizing their faults or imagined «deficiencies».

Media and other communication platforms are key in spreading and
solidifying these connotations. Through hate speech, prejudiced terms or
negative imagery are repeated, gradually becoming normalized in public
perception. For instance, associating a group with terrorism, crime, or social
instability is established through repeated linguistic patterns, fostering fear
and prejudice that fuel social conflicts.

Cultural contexts also influence the entrenchment of stereotypes. If
certain social or historical conditions have fostered discrimination, their
consequences often persist in language through negatively charged
expressions or metaphors. Such phrases become embedded in folklore,
literature, and media landscapes, creating «entrenched» connotations that are
challenging to overcome.

Hate speech not only reflects existing stereotypes but also actively
shapes them. The frequent use of derogatory terms or negative labels to
describe a group solidifies its image as the «negative other». Such language
exacerbates social isolation and discrimination, limiting access to equal
opportunities for these individuals.

Overcoming the negative connotations shaped by hate speech requires
comprehensive efforts. Educational programs that develop critical thinking
are crucial for identifying and deconstructing stereotypes. Ethical standards
in media and public discourse must encourage the use of neutral and
objective language.

Thus, hate speech serves as a powerful mechanism for forming and
perpetuating social stereotypes, which have a destructive impact on social
cohesion. Combating this process requires legislative measures, public
education, and the active promotion of a culture of tolerance and respect for
diversity.

In this connection, we commit to: 1. Promoting MIL within wider
efforts to tackle divides such as in access to information and quality
education, which have been notably widened by the pandemic, to assure no
one is left behind; 2. Attracting more participation in MIL and MIL policy
from Internet communications companies, academia, NGOs, international
and regional organizations, communications regulators, media, civil society,
youth and communities; 3. Advocating for intensified MIL initiatives to
tackle the disinfodemic, climate change, etc., while sourcing respect for
freedom of expression and access to information which are not only human

rights but also part of the solution to disinformation; 4. Building MIL
considerations into ethical frameworks within institutions and companies, so
as to ensure transparent, inclusive and safe development of technologies such
as Al; 5. Advocate for MIL initiatives to tackle technological determinism.
Our call to action: We further call upon governments, from national to city
level, to: 1. Commit to advancing «Media and Information Literacy for
Everyone and by Everyone» through policy and resource allocation across all
relevant areas, including education, health, elections, child protection,
climate, and gender equality, governance and regulation to mention some
examples; 2. Assign resources to integrate MIL actions in their national
COVID-19 response strategies, and to build citizens” resilience to
disinformation in view of possible future crises; 3. Support the development
of national and international MIL policies, curricula and programs that will
ensure lifelong learning for every generation in the digital age; 4. Support
upskilling and training of current and potential MIL educators, inside and
outside of the formal education system; 5. Place groups at risk of
marginalization, including women and girls, in a position of priority, in
developing MIL policies and in ensuring that these groups are also
beneficiaries of MILempowerment efforts; 6. Increase the involvement of
youth and civil society as active players in MIL policy making to ensure their
voices are heard; 7. Transform cities into UNESCO MIL Cities which
empower residents with competences about communication and information;
8. Collaborate with scientists and the academic networks actively to ensure
MIL actions and policies in government, national, and the local levels;
integrate reliable, relevant, and timely information resources into
implementation of MIL related actions; 9. Enhance cooperation between
different government ministries, voter education bodies, city authorities,
educational institutions, communications regulators, media institutions,
libraries, youth information services and research institutions in order to
promote greater awareness and recognition of MIL. 10. Advance MIL as a key
tool for modern regulation, media and technology governance, library
development, and technological design.

The governments signatory hereto, being members of the Council of
Europe, Considering the Universal Declaration of Human Rights proclaimed
by the General Assembly of the United Nations on 10th December 1948;
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Considering that this Declaration aims at securing the universal and
effective recognition and observance of the Rights therein declared;

Considering that the aim of the Council of Europe is the achievement of
greater unity between its members and that one of the methods by which that
aim is to be pursued is the maintenance and further realisation of human
rights and fundamental freedoms;

Article 9 - Freedom of thought, conscience and religion

1. Everyone has the right to freedom of thought, conscience and
religion; this right includes freedom to change his religion or belief and
freedom, either alone or in community with others and in public or private,
to manifest his religion or belief, in worship, teaching, practice and
observance.

2. Freedom to manifest one’s religion or beliefs shall be subject only to
such limitations as are prescribed by law and are necessary in a democratic
society in the interests of public safety, for the protection of public order,
health or morals, or for the protection of the rights and freedoms of others.

Article 10 - Freedom of expression

1. Everyone has the right to freedom of expression. This right shall
include freedom to hold opinions and to receive and impart information and
ideas without interference by public authority and regardless of frontiers.
This article shall not prevent States from requiring the licensing of
broadcasting, television or cinema enterprises.

2. The exercise of these freedoms, since it carries with it duties and
responsibilities, may be subject to such formalities, conditions, restrictions or
penalties as are prescribed by law and are necessary in a democratic society,
in the interests of national security, territorial integrity or public safety, for
the prevention of disorder or crime, for the protection of health or morals, for
the protection of the reputation or rights of others, for preventing the
disclosure of information received in confidence, or for maintaining the
authority and impartiality of the judiciary.

2) Discrimination - a situation in which a person or group of persons,
based on their race, skin colour, political, religious, or other beliefs, sex, age,
disability, ethnic or social origin, nationality, citizenship, marital or property
status, place of residence, language, or other characteristics that are actual,
assumed, or could be (from now on referred to as certain characteristics), face
limitations in the recognition, exercise, or enjoyment of their rights and
freedoms in any form stipulated by this Law, except in cases where such
limitations pursue a legitimate, objectively justified aim, and the means of
achieving it are appropriate and necessary; (Clause 2, Part 1, Article 1 as
amended by Law No. 1263-VII of May 13, 2014)

3) Indirect discrimination - a situation in which, as a result of the
implementation or application of formally neutral legal norms, evaluation
criteria, rules, requirements, or practices, a person and group of persons face
less favourable conditions or status compared to others, except in cases where
such implementation or application pursues a legitimate, objectively justified
aim, and the means of achieving it are appropriate and necessary;(Clause 3,
Part 1, Article 1 as amended by Law No. 1263-VII of May 13, 2014)

4) Incitement to discrimination - instructions, directives, or calls for
discrimination against a person and group of persons based on their certain
characteristics;

5) Positive actions - special temporary measures pursuing a legitimate,
objectively justified aim aimed at eliminating legal or factual inequality in
opportunities for a person and group of persons to exercise on equal terms
the rights and freedoms granted to them by the Constitution and laws of
Ukraine; (Clause 5, Part 1, Article 1 as amended by Law No. 1263-VII of May 13,
2014)

51) Aiding discrimination - any deliberate assistance in committing
actions or inaction aimed at causing discrimination (Part 1, Article 1
supplemented by Clause 5-1 according to Law No. 1263-V1I of May 13, 2014)

6) Direct discrimination - a situation in which a person or group of
persons, based on their certain characteristics, are treated less favourably
than another person or group of persons in a comparable situation, except in
cases where such treatment pursues a legitimate, objectively justified aim,
and the means of achieving it are appropriate and necessary; (Clause 6, Part 1,
Article 1 as amended by Law No. 1263-V1I of May 13, 2014)

7) Harassment - undesirable behaviour towards a person and/or group
of persons, the purpose or effect of which is to humiliate their human dignity
based on certain characteristics or to create a tense, hostile, offensive, or
disrespectful atmosphere toward such person or group of persons.

Introduction by the Teacher. British screenwriter Charlie Brooker
created the Black Mirror series, which aired its first episode in 2011 on
Channel 4. Brooker drew inspiration from his early short films and TV shows,
such as The National Anthem and Fifteen Million Merits.

The series explores the themes of technological progress and its effects
on society. Each episode of Black Mirror is a standalone story that examines
different aspects of technology and its consequences. The series gained
popularity and won numerous awards, including a Golden Globe.

Discussion:Have you watched this series? Do you know anything
about the actors who appeared in the episodes? Are you familiar with
interesting facts about the series?

Today, we will watch the first episode of Season 3, Nosedive. Bryce
Dallas Howard, Alice Eve, Cherry Jones, and James Norton play the main
roles in this episode.

The episode critically examines the idea of dependence on social networks
and ratings, highlighting how this can affect human relationships and mental
health.

Think about
how ratings and reviews affect your everyday life.

Does dependence on social media have negative consequences?

Do you feel societal pressure regarding how you look or what you do?

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Viewing and Discussion

Summary. The episode Nosedive demonstrates how excessive reliance
on social ratings and others' opinions can lead to a loss of one's «self» and
negatively affect mental health. The main character, Lacie, seeks to increase
her social rating, forcing her to sacrifice genuine relationships and
authenticity in pursuit of superficial «perfection». This episode encourages
viewers to reflect on how much others' opinions matter to them and how this
influences their decisions. After watching, it is important to consider that
social media often creates an illusion of the perfect life, which can be harmful
to self-esteem and mental health.

It is crucial to distinguish between reality and the curated image on
social platforms. Genuine, sincere relationships are much more important
than superficial ratings and likes on social media. Technology can have both
positive and negative impacts on our lives. It is important to be aware of this
influence and make conscious choices when using it. Social ratings can
become tools of control and manipulation if ethical standards do not limit
their use.

The Nosedive episode powerfully reminds us of the importance of
maintaining a balance between real life and the virtual world and critically
evaluating the impact of technology on our society and personal lives.

PREFACE

The status of a candidate for membership in the European Union poses
qualitatively new challenges for Ukraine, especially in the context of full-scale
military aggression. The harmonious integration of Ukrainian society into a
friendly European family is fundamental, which is possible only through
quality education, and thus the education of a new generation of teachers
who will not only adopt the European civil society values but will also have
the motivation and tools to implement them in the future Ukrainian
education system. The proposed project can significantly complement the
existing EU research of T.H.Shevchenko National University «Chernihiv
Colehium», which focuses on the training and education of a new generation
of teachers in various fields, and help to continue and systematically deepen
not only the focus on European studies but also the fundamental values of
the European civil society, such as infomedia and digital media literacy.

The project provides studying the best European practices in combating
disinformation and propaganda, experience in creating a regulatory
framework (such as legislation on hate speech) and tools for fighting today's
information wars;
introducing this experience into the process of future teachers' training in
Ukraine in various fields (e.g., philologists, historians, mathematicians,
computer scientists, social educators, school psychologists, labour and
physical education teachers) by updating educational and professional
programs, conducting workshops to develop skills in combating
disinformation and propaganda, and creating a teaching manual.

It is essential for future teachers who will rebuild the country in the
postwar period to develop skills in decoding enemy propaganda, mind
manipulation, active attitude to the perception of any information, and
awareness of the European practices in combating disinformation and
propaganda.
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THE GOAL OF THE COURSE INCLUDES ACHIEVING
THE FOLLOWING OBJECTIVES

- navigate the regulatory framework of the European Union regarding
the implementation of media and digital literacy;

- study the European experience in overcoming the impact of
misinformation and propaganda in the information space;

- understand the fundamental methodological approaches to
contemporary media education and media pedagogy;

- know the European experience of civil society during information
wars;

- analyze the European experience in combating propaganda and
misinformation;

- develop critical thinking skills and apply media literacy in
professional-pedagogical activities;

- reflect on hate speech as a form of existence within an anti-civil
society;

- differentiate  fake news, manipulation, propaganda, and
misinformation using fact-checking techniques.

The outcomes of the course «European Experience in Combating
Misinformation and Propaganda» are based on general competencies and
learning results defined by the educational-professional programs: Secondary
Education (Ukrainian Language and Literature. English Language),
Secondary Education (English Language and Foreign Literature), Secondary
Education (Ukrainian Language and Literature), and second-level (master's)
Cultural Studies.

The program is structured according to the requirements of the credit-
module system for organizing the educational process in higher education
institutions. It is aligned with the exemplary course content structure
recommended by the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System
(ECTS).

Upon completing the study of the educational discipline «Methodology
of Education: Current Issues and Innovations,» the student is expected to
acquire specific knowledge and skills.

A Master's student should know:

- basic concepts about the EU, its values, structure, and the perspective
of Ukraine's membership in the EU;
- the general governance system in the EU, levels, and entities shaping
policies;
- EU practices regarding media literacy and combating propaganda;
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- the concept of 'information warfare,' its components, instruments, and
rules governing propaganda and misinformation in the media;

- information hygiene as an integral part of European democracy;

- fundamental terminology of the course based on European media
content;

- the role of teachers in the modern information world;

- European experience in legal and educational policies concerning
media literacy;

- mechanisms for creating a set of basic exercises for developing critical
thinking and media literacy;

- approaches to identifying hostile language in the media space and
stages of fact-checking;

- the history of Europe's struggle for freedoms and equality in all social
spheres, including the formation of tolerance regarding gender and national
identity issues».

- conduct an argumentative critical review of audiovisual and print
information and prepare reviews;

- evaluate audiovisual and print information's content, form, and style;

- apply rational methods for searching, selecting, systematizing, and
using audiovisual and print information;

- characterize social information based on accessibility, quantity, value,
content, objectivity, adequacy, credibility, accuracy, timeliness, reliability,
etc.;

- recognize exaggerated features in media messages and explain their
purpose in demonstration;

- navigate the modern media space to understand the basic principles
of various forms of mass media;

- differentiate information based on its impact on individuals, analyze
and evaluate media message texts;

- decode and utilize encoded information within media messages;

- independently create media projects within the teacher's professional
activities field.

MODULE 1

EUROPEAN VALUES, GOVERNANCE, CULTURE,
POLITICS AND PERSPECTIVES FOR INTEGRATION
OF UKRAINE

The course consists of 18 hours per year. It is an introductory part of the
general course for future teachers of T.H. Shevchenko National University
«Chernihiv Colehium». This part of the course is devoted to basic
information on the European Union, its values, governance, cultural politics,
and perspectives for the integration of Ukraine, considering its war status.

Impact

Students will get basic knowledge about the European Union, its values
and structure, and the prospect of membership of Ukraine in the EU. This
propedeutic course will promote understanding of thegeneral system of
government within the EU, as well as levels and actors of policy making. It
will give a good base for further analyses of the EU policy for fake breaking
and provide a better understanding of the EU member countries' practices
regarding media literacy and propaganda resistance.

When did
it originate? Which treaty regulates its activities? Important agreements: the
Treaty of Paris in 1951; the Treaty of Rome in 1957; the Maastricht Treaty

(alternative to the European Constitution). The euro is the common currency
of the EU. Leading institutions of the EU: European Council, Council of the
European Union, European Commission, European Parliament, European
Court, Court of First Instance, Court of Auditors, Committee on Economic
and Social Policy, Committee of the Regions, European Bank for
Reconstruction and Development, European Investment Bank, European
Central Bank. EU bodies: executive, legislative, judicial authority.

TOPIC4. European choice of Ukraine. Cultural politics of the
EU:possibilities for Ukraine

Criteria for EU accession. Association Agreement between Ukraine and
the EU. Ratification of the Agreement. Entry into force of the Agreement.
Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU. Adoption of repressive
laws on January 16, 2014. Euromaidan in various regions of Ukraine. Visa-
free regime between Ukraine and the EU. Results of European integration
nowadays.

Module2

EUROPEAN DIMENSIONS OF CIVIL SOCIETY DURING
INFORMATION WARS

The course consists of 26 hours per year.

Impact

This course will give students an understanding of the concept of
«information warfare», its components and tools, and the rules of functioning
of propaganda and disinformation in the media; students will get acquainted
with the practices of overcoming these phenomena in different European
countries and learn why information hygiene is an integral part of European
democracy. They will get acquainted with the basic terminology of the course
based on European media content and understand the role of the teacher in
the modern information world.

Basic documents: Griinwald Declaration
on Media Education (1982), UNESCO resolution (1989) on the development
of critical media education, Vienna Conference 'Education for Media and
Digital Century,' Seville Conference 'Media Education for Youth,' European
Parliament resolution on media literacy in the world of digital technologies,
European Commission Communication 'European Approach to Media
Literacy in the World of Digital Technologies,' and so on.

TOPIC 3. Propaganda as a conditionfor the existence of totalitarian
countries. Information hygiene as a conditionfor the existence of the
European democracy

Propaganda in totalitarian regimes: conditions of functioning. The role
of propaganda in creating a society of resentment and fragmented identity.
The problem of human existence in the era of expanding the global
information space. The concept of 'information hygiene' in European culture.
Mechanisms for implementing information hygiene in European
democracies: issues of cultural practices and legislative policies.

Module 3

CRITICAL THINKING AND MEDIA LITERACY:
EUROPEAN EXPERIENCE OF EDUCATIONAL PRACTICES.
MODERN METHODS FOR THE TEACHER OF THE FUTURE
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The course consists of 16 hours per year.

Impact

This course will allow students to explore the European experience of
legal and educational policy in the field of media literacy based on specific
European legislative practices, as well as to understand the need for critical
thinking as an integral part of the characteristics of a modern European
person. The students will receive algorithms for developing scenarios for
teaching media literacy to high school students. They will develop a
constructor of basic exercises for developing critical thinking and media
literacy that they can use in their professional activities and a list of

significant European online resources on the subject.

Cognitive
biases ('Planning Fallacy' - the phenomenon of 'planning fallacy' by Daniel
Kahneman; 'Multiplicity of Independent Causes Error'; 'Availability
Heuristic'; 'Overconfidence Effect; 'lllusion of Introspection'; 'Illusion of
Superiority'; 'Anchoring Effect; 'Representativeness Heuristic'). Exploration
of the nature of human cognition in teaching critical thinking.
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Module 4

HATE SPEECH AND SOCIAL STEREOTYPES AS FORMS OF
EXISTENCE OF ANTI-CIVIL SOCIETY OR WHY EUROPEAN SOCIETY
IS LEGAL AND TOLERANT

The course consists of 30 hours per year.

Impact

This course will provide students with the necessary skills to identify
hate speech on social media and the skills of fact-checking as a European
experience of verifying information. Students will learn about the history of
the European struggle for freedoms and equality in all social spheres,
including the formation of tolerance in matters of gender and national
identity. They will study what disinformed is, analyze European cultural
content, and learn to analyze social advertising and memes.
