According to the modern Ukrainian ethnopsychologists’ research, in the postmodern
world, in the environment of instability, international conflicts, nuclear war hazard, people’s
moods show the trend of psychological changes, related to growing interest in their own
historical past. That is why more and more people turn to the historical, cultural past of their
nation.

Much attention to studying the ancient history of Ukraine based upon archaeological
materials was paid by V. Antonovych, S. Bibikov, O. Motsia, B. Rybakov, R. Terpylovskyi,
P. Tolochko etc. Origin, development, peculiarities of myths as an integral part to spiritual
culture of ancient, especially Pra-Slavic population of Ukraine, were studied by historians and
culture experts in the past and present: D. Antonovych, V. Voitovych, M. Drahomanov,
M. Kostomarov, G. Lozko, I. Ohienko, V. Shevchuk etc. However, origin and development of
proto-aesthetical concepts as an integral part of the ancient people’s world-view are poorly
explored.

The paper considers the issue of origin and evolution of proto-aesthetical elements of
Ukraine ancient population’s world-view in the process of its cultural and historical

development, particularly, from the moment of human society onset in the modern Ukrainian
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territory until the ancient peoples appeared, including the Pra-Slavs — the ancestors of the
Ukrainian nation.
