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THE INFLUENCE OF VALUE ORIENTATIONS ON THE FORMATIOM
OF INFORMATION CULTURE TO
FUTURE TEACHERS OF FOREIGN LANGUAGES

The development of information society is a necessary condition for the existence
of modern civilization, since it is thanks to informatization that occur in people's
professional activities. A person in the information space should be more educated and
competent, and it is in the context of the modern education paradigm that it becomes
obvious that the professional training of future teachers of foreign languages
requires an appropriate level of information culture.

By the term "information culture of future teachers of foreign languages" we
mean a systematic feature of the linguistic personality, covering awareness of the
subject area of knowledge, the formation of professional and pedagogical skills
and abilities, the ability to assimilate the information picture of the world, the
ability to perform the productive functions of the teacher, willingness to
informational reflection, a high level of achievement which is possible with
personal, theoretical and practical training for the future professional activity, and
a foreign language acts as a means of intensifying the speech and thinking activity
of the individual (Stechenko, 2013).

Formation of information culture, and especially from the perspective of
pedagogical activity development, is a prerequisite for successful adaptation of
modern education system to the environment where information is a priority in
relation to other resources. Understanding the functionality and principles of
information culture makes it possible to realistically assess the global nature of
existing information technologies covering all spheres of human social activity and
forming the informational unity of all mankind. It is the mastery of information
culture that enables each person to realize free access to information resources,
adaptability to globalization social processes and integration into the world cultural
space.
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Orientation on values in the educational system makes it possible to take into
account the needs of the subject and at the same time to set universal goals of
humanistic nature. The system of values is flexible enough and changes in the
process of cultural and historical development, forming the value orientations of an
individual. At the same time, the quality of this system depends on the degree of
social importance of individual axiological priorities, when some need may
prevail, or volitional and emotional manifestations of personality, goal-setting or
belief system become important.

Value orientations, as stated in various philosophical, psychological,
linguistic dictionaries and encyclopedias, are a selective attitude of a person to a
set of material and spiritual goods and ideals. The presence of established
personality orientations characterizes its maturity. Value orientations, adequately
manifested in real behavior, characterize the structure of a person from the side of
his social content (beliefs, moral principles, interests, motives, etc.) (Biychuk
G.L.). Many researchers consider value as an object-activity characteristic,
socially and culturally significant and forming ideas about ideals, morality,
goodness, beauty of a particular historical and cultural period. In this case, values
are always the foundation of culture and act as a theoretical basis for the activities
of both society and the individual.

The goals, reasons, principles of human activity are related to the degree and
quality of awareness of the content of their own value orientations, which directly
affects the comprehension, recognition, actualization and creation of material and
spiritual culture of mankind. These social processes are the result of the rapid pace
of technological and social development, which, according to Alvin Toffler
(Toffler, 2004), is the third wave of human development. It is modern information
technology that significantly changes all spheres of both material and spiritual
culture of society. Characterized by ubiquity of use and rapid implementation in all
production sectors, information technology is becoming the main means of
successful life and the rapid pace of development of society. This leads to constant
technological progress and long-term trends in economic development as the main
reasons for the emergence of an information society. As a result, humanity is
functioning in a completely new reality associated with the rapid rate of
information accumulation, the constant expansion of technological capabilities and
increasing productivity, which is a clear manifestation of the information culture.

Knowledge of foreign languages becomes a necessary condition for
harmonious existence in a globalized world. At the same time, the main task of
scientific and methodological nature is to create mechanisms for the preservation
of national identity with the necessary integration into the linguistic diversity of the
world. The promotion of lifelong learning of foreign languages and language
education is becoming a fundamental principle of the information culture. It has
given impetus to the tremendously rapid pace of development of
linguoculturology, defining intercultural linguistic communication as the main
condition for openness, high efficiency, harmony of society within the world's
cultural processes.
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Foreign language teaching, based on the requirements of information culture,
can become a basic component of the value approach in modern pedagogy,
primarily because the dialogue of cultures as the main motivation for language
activity actualizes the worldview principles of education. The urgent need to
develop a qualitatively new educational and educational system in the structure of
consumer society and information activates the need for intercultural relations. The
priority of the values approach in the educational process brings intercultural
communication to the forefront as the only correct vector of humanization of
society as a whole. To this end, it is important to create a system of continuity of
language education, variability of goals, exchange of socio-cultural experiences of
different ethnic groups.

The process of information culture formation implies human-centeredness as
one of the main conditions for revealing the humanistic essence of pedagogical
education, when it is the future teacher who becomes the subject of creative,
cognitive and communicative activity. The effective model of foreign language
learning should take into account the needs of modern information society not so
much in highly qualified teachers of foreign languages, but in people with stable
values, reflecting the diversity of cultural processes: linguocultural, ethnocultural,
informational, communicative, multicultural.

Thus, the teaching of foreign languages, based on the requirements of
information culture, can become a basic component of the value approach in
modern pedagogy, primarily because the dialogue of cultures as the main
motivation for language activity actualizes the worldview principles of education.
